Descriptions and part numbers for doors, pilasters, and pilaster
configurations are listed on pages 4—7 for easy identification.

Read this installation manual completely to ensure proper installation, then file it with the owner or maintenance department.
This installation manual provides instruction for the assembly of normal partition configurations and standard components.
Non-standard configurations or components including but not limited to curved or angled walls, partial walls, oversized panels, or
modified hardware are not covered in this manual. Compliance and conformity to local codes and ordinances is the responsibility
of the installer.

The illustrations on this page show mounting hardware and fasteners for a generic application. Refer to your submittals

Surface-Mounted Hinges
